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• Fishing licenses can be bought daily at the guard cabin from 17:00 to 19:00. 

• Pre-order licenses for Zone 1 by phone at 90891950 (18:00-19:00). 

• Fishing day lasts from 18:00 to 18:00 the next day. Zones 1 and 2 have a no-fishing 

period from 01:00 to 06:00. 

• The license is only valid for the specified zone. 

• Fishermen must familiarize themselves with and follow current fishing regulations. 

Regulations may change during the season based on stock conditions. 

• Kongsfjordelva is a national salmon river requiring mid-season evaluation. All license 

categories must submit a catch report by July 10. 

• Daily pass holders must report within 2 days after fishing, while season and weekly 

pass holders must report weekly. 

• Senior licenses are available for members over 65 with at least 10 years of 

membership in BJFF and who have volunteered 5 of the last 10 years. Weekly catch 

reports are required. 

• Youth under 16 who are members and/or residents of Berlevåg can purchase a 

monthly pass. They must notify the guard when fishing.

• Those who fail to submit required catch reports for mid-season evaluation or at the 

end of the season will lose the right to buy fishing licenses next season. 

• According to leasing contracts and Finnmark law, the national registry address 

determines the price category. This applies to members, resulting in different price 



categories for members with and without volunteering, residents of Berlevåg, 

Finnmark, and outside Finnmark. 

• Members with volunteering residing in Finnmark can book up to five consecutive 

fishing days, while members with volunteering residing outside Finnmark can book up 

to three consecutive days. 

• Non-volunteers can book one fishing day, with new bookings allowed after the 

previous day has ended.
